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Today Sydney Ports officially opened a viewing platform at Molineux Point at Port Botany in an informal ceremony attended by local community representatives, port lessees and international port officials.

The viewing platform, constructed over several months, is located at the tip of Molineux Point, the highest point in the Peninsula, and provides 360 degree sweeping views of Botany Bay, including Captain Cook’s landing point at Kurnell, La Perouse, Bare Island Fort, Sydney Airport and Port Botany.

In a week marking the centenary of the Sydney Harbour Trust, the predecessor to the Maritime Services Board and subsequently, the Sydney Ports Corporation, the Chairman of Sydney Ports, Mr David Field, pronounced the Molineux Point viewing platform officially open.

“We built the viewing platform to provide a dedicated site for local residents, visitors and school groups to enjoy this impressive view”, said Mr Field.

“It gives me great pleasure to officially open the viewing platform with my colleagues and representatives from our sister port, Yokkaichi Port Authority, who are visiting us this week as part of our Centenary of Sydney Harbour Trust celebrations”.

The platform was built by BCP Complete Contracting to a design by Tim Williams Architects and includes a bridge built by Waterways Constructions made from 100 year old timber recycled from the Sydney Harbour Trust’s wharves at Walsh Bay in Sydney Harbour.

“As the owner and manager of the port facilities in Botany and Sydney, we enjoy a long-standing relationship with the local community and encourage everyone to visit the site”, concluded Mr Field.

Sydney Ports also has other projects underway to improve the amenity of the port area with additional port signage and general landscaping.
