Today at noon, Sydney Ports’ fire tug Shirley Smith will provide a water display as it leads the “Windeward Bound” out of Darling Harbour.

The tall ship will depart from the Maritime Museum at 1200hours as it begins a re-enactment of the around Australia voyage by Matthew Flinders in 1848.

The 34metre long “Windeward Bound” will be officially farewelled by the State Governor and a vice regal salute. 

Sydney Ports’ “Shirley Smith”, apart from providing spectacular water displays, is a fire-fighting tug called upon in the event of a fire emergency in the Harbour.

It also responds to recreational boating distress calls and provides towage and salvage services when necessary.
