Glebe Island former silo site occupied for the short term

Sydney Ports Corporation has secured a short-term license on the former wheat silo site at Glebe Island with Patrick Autocare Pty Limited. Patrick Autocare propose to use the area for storage and pre-delivery inspection (PDI) of motor vehicle imports prior to dealership delivery. 

The licence on 2.6 hectares of land at Glebe Island is for a period of 8 months with the option to extend for a further 4 months. 

“The Glebe Island area provides direct access to arterial roads. The proposal will allow for greater efficiency in the handling of imported motor vehicles reducing double-handling and decreasing the chance of vehicles being damaged", said Greg Martin, CEO, Sydney Ports Corporation

Mr Martin said, "Sydney Ports is committed to providing an efficient quality service to the car industry in NSW, bringing improvements to the existing supply chain network through Sydney".

As a key component of maintaining Sydney as a working harbour, Sydney Ports Corporation is currently calling for Expressions of Interest for long-term leases for a number of parcels of land totalling approximately 20 ha at Glebe Island and White Bay in Sydney Harbour.

The successful lessees will be required to establish operations consistent with Sydney Ports’ objectives for the development of the port facilities, consistent with the Glebe island and White Bay Masterplan and to accommodate the anticipated increase in trade growth.
