Glebe Island/White Bay - Sydney Ports Issues Invitation to Tender

Sydney Ports Corporation has issued 17 Invitations to Tender for portions of land totalling approximately 20 hectares at Glebe Island and White Bay in Sydney Harbour.

Chief Executive Officer of Sydney Ports, Greg Martin, said as a key component of maintaining Sydney’s working harbour, Expressions of Interest were called for the area following the adoption of the award winning Glebe Island/White Bay (GI/WB) Master Plan in March this year.

“The Master Plan designated an area specifically for port related use which enabled Sydney Ports to embark on a schedule of improvements, freeing up additional land capacity as well as improving the rail and road access to the area,” Mr Martin said.

“It is expected the successful tenderers will have demonstrated their proposed operations are consistent with Sydney Ports’ objectives for the development of the port facilities and consistent with the GI/WB Masterplan.

“The majority of the 20 hectare port land has deepwater frontage and berth access. Any future land use must meet the Ports’ objectives of attracting more ship-based trade, provide a high standard of service to importers and exporters, cargo owners, and complement current port activities.”

Mr Martin added that the successful tenderers’ proposals will also be subject to development and environmental controls, and must meet the requirements of: the Environmental Planning Legislation, including the Environment Protection Assessment Act, the Sydney Regional Environment Plan 26 (SREP 26), which includes the lodgement of development applications with the Department of Urban Affairs and Planning (DUAP), and the adopted GI/WB Masterplan.

“Sydney Ports looks forward to seeing this area being fully operational and is committed to providing an efficient quality service to all current and future operators, bringing improvements to the existing supply chain network through Sydney’s ports,” Mr Martin said.

The 20 hectare area tendered does not include the P&O operations on berths 3, 4, 5 and 6 at White Bay.

Sydney Ports expects to finalise the assessment process by mid 2002.
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
