Weekend Shipping Report - Sharing and Protecting the Working Harbour and Bay

Sydney Ports’ Harbour Master, Bart Pacheco, said he expects a relatively quiet weekend for commercial shipping in the working Harbour and Port Botany, with only 10 ship movements scheduled for this Saturday and some seven movements on Sunday.

Cruise Ships: 
The inaugural visit of the international cruise ship Volendam this Thursday, will be heralded by a water display from the brightly coloured Sydney Ports’ fire tug, the Ted Noffs, as the cruise ship enters the Heads.

The Volendam is due to berth at the Overseas Passenger Terminal this Thursday 7 November at midday and depart Friday evening. (refer to www.sydneyports.com cruise schedule). The Volendam has capacity for 1,440 passengers, and while berthed in Sydney will undertake a 200 passenger exchange.

The Holland America Line’s Volendam, is a 5 star service, carrying fine art and antiques. The Volendam’s predominant theme is flowers - from the 17th to the 21st centuries, featured in the ship’s artwork and interior design elements.

Domestic based P&O’s Pacific Sky will arrive into Darling Harbour Wharf 8 this Sunday morning and depart in the evening.

Trade snapshot:
This weekend interesting goods arriving into Australia via the ports of Sydney include Greek golden peppers, roasted red peppers, olive oil and onions from Greece; motorcycles, outboard motors, and trail boat; and stone slabs from Israel.

Exports include baker ingredients, frozen pork, plastic hangers and dog food.
