Harbourside Facelift Attracts New Restaurants

Sydney Ports Corporation has secured three new exciting restaurants and a licensed hotel to compliment the $22 million upgrade of Sydney’s Overseas Passenger Terminal which is expected to be fully operational by the end of the year.

The new lessees will be able to take advantage of the newly designed and innovative space now incorporated within the Overseas Passenger Terminal at Circular Quay.

“After two years of closure, the public will soon have access along the entire harbour foreshore connecting Circular Quay through to the Rocks,” Sydney Ports Corporation Chief Executive officer, Greg Martin said.

“The new range of eateries, will compliment the current range of restaurants offering variety to suit a wide range of culinary tastes supported by spectacular harbour frontage views from a new aspect,” he said.

“The innovative design of glass and space will ensure public access and views of Sydney’s ‘working’ harbour are not interrupted.”

Mr Martin said the Overseas Passenger Terminal is similar to the working harbour itself as it has several important roles to fulfil.

“The Terminal is an important facet of the Quay and Rocks architectural history, an efficient operating terminal for our 100,000 cruise ship passengers per year, it incorporates important leisure space for the public, and it provides a function venue which few can rival for views of the Opera House and Harbour,” Mr Martin said.

“The key objective of the refurbishment was to restore strong pedestrian links between Circular Quay and the Rocks through the terminal area, enhancing the area as a tourist attraction and destination for spectacular views of the harbour and Opera house, complemented by a variety of restaurants,” he said.

The concept design for the Sydney’s Overseas Passenger Terminal revitalisation project was undertaken by national award winning architects, Clare Design, former design directors within the Department of Public Works and Services and in conjunction with the Government Architect.

The exciting new tenancies complement the existing successful Quay and Doyles restaurants at the northern end of the terminal which have also benefited from obtaining additional space as a result of modifications to the terminal.

The new tenants will include (in alphabetical order):
1. C.inc: licensed hotel providing a lounge bar “Posh”on the top level; “Cruise” restaurant on the middle level; accompanied by “CQ” bar area on the ground level; to be located at the southern end of the terminal.

2. Yuki’s at the Quay: Japanese Seafood Restaurant including sushi bar to be located at the southern end of the terminal on the 4th level.

3. Wildfire Bar & Grill. 
Latin America/European/Asian Cuisine using the best of Australian products. Located on the ground level of the terminal walled by glass to enhance transparency through to the harbour.

4. Bambu: also located on the ground level of the terminal walled by glass to enhance transparency through to the harbour. 


Mr Martin welcomed the new tenants and looks forward to working with all the restaurant and hotel operators to ensure Sydney’s Overseas Passenger Terminal is a premier location for all to enjoy.
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
