2. Aurora, the largest ship to visit Australia, will make its way into the Harbour at approximately 5:00am on Friday 15 February.

3. MS Amsterdam, inaugural arrival to Sydney will be approximately 4am Saturday morning. As is customary to celebrate premier cruise vessel visits, the Sydney Ports’ Ted Noffs fire tug will meet MS Amsterdam at the heads and guide it into the harbour, providing a welcoming water spectacular.
