Weekend Shipping Report

One of the world’s largest reefers (a refrigerated container ship), P&O Nedlloyd Remuera, a sister ship to the recently christened P&O Nedlloyd Botany, will arrive in Botany in the early hours of Monday morning. The vessel will discharge and load container cargo before heading north to travel the world trade routes.

Did you know? 

More than one million containers enter or leave Sydney’s ports each year. These containers carry consumer goods and manufacturing items with approximately 80 per cent packed or unpacked within the metropolitan area of Sydney.

Trade snapshot:

Imports: Many new and brightly coloured red harvesters - machinery used for stripping grain crops, arrived on the docks this week destined for rural areas. The sight may seem untimely due to the spreading drought and forecast drop in NSW grain exports for this year. However, investment in new equipment and technology ensures the continued international competitiveness of Australian agriculture.

Other imports include the latest in cooking utensils such as triple egg poacher and skewers. Coastal imports (trade from other states) include the important staple product of sugar – regular supplies are shipped into Sydney from Queensland.

Exports: Wine to Houston and New York; frozen boneless beef to Houston.

Cruise Vessels:

Domestic based P&O Pacific Sky cruise ship will arrive this morning, Friday 23 August 2002, at Wharf 8 Darling Harbour. The cruise ship will dock for the day to replenish supplies and take on board new passengers – those fortunate to be on board will depart for Port Villa, Vanuatu, at approximately 5pm.

Safety first:

As part of Sydney Ports’ efforts to maintain safety on Sydney Harbour and Botany Bay, Harbour Master Pacheco asks those people planning to be on the water this weekend, to take extra care and view the vessels from a distance, away from the dedicated shipping channels.

Sydney Harbour activity:

21 shipping vessels are expected to enter or depart the harbour today and throughout the weekend including Saturday between 8am and early afternoon; Sunday between mid afternoon and late evening.

16 shipping vessels are expected to enter or depart Botany Bay throughout the weekend including Saturday at 6.30am and 9am, and mid afternoon; Sunday at 7am, and 2pm through to early evening.
