Arnott's Wins Sydney Ports' Export Growth Award

Sydney based company Arnott’s Biscuits, was the recipient of the Sydney Ports Corporation sponsored award - “Highest Export Growth through Sydney Ports”, this week at the Premier’s NSW Exporter of the Year Awards. 

Sydney Ports Senior Trade Development Manager, Mr Phil Rosser, said the award was in recognition of the strong growth in Arnott’s export business over the past four years, reflecting the company mission statement of “Made In Australia – Exporting To The World”.

“The yearly awards recognise export excellence and through The Australian Institute of Export (NSW) Ltd, and with Sydney Ports’ supporting the awards for many years, the drive for export excellence can be acknowledged,” Mr Rosser said.

“Despite the difficulties of a rising dollar, economic downturn in most of our major trading partners, it is a great credit to all exporters in NSW, as Sydney’s ports have seen volumes continue to increase, with container volumes exceeding the one million mark.

“Arnott’s export growth was the result of their planned export drive into sustainable and emerging export markets, including the development of a Kosher Tim Tam specifically for the Israeli market,” he said.

Mr Rosser said that recent improvements to both road and rail access into the Port Botany container terminals and intermodal terminal developments across metropolitan Sydney, have enabled exporters like Arnott’s to have much greater confidence in achieving designated arrival times at the port, in line with shipping line schedules.

“Improved stevedoring performance and maintaining fixed-day sailings has added greatly to the overall reliability of the total logistics movement from growers to buyers,” he said.

“The latest productivity indicators of the ‘five port average’ show Sydney’s ports as the Australian best with regard to the highest ship rate of 46.1 containers per hour. Sydney also recorded a crane rate of 27.4 moves per hour – nearly two and a half container lifts per hour above the 25 lifts per hour target set by the Federal Government five years ago and has continuously exceeded the 25 lift target since January 2001,” he said.

Mr Rosser added that regular shipping services from Sydney’s ports to South East Asia, South Pacific, North Asia, Europe and the United States support Arnott’s export push into over thirty country markets. 
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
