Weekend Shipping Report
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SHARING AND PROTECTING THE WORKING HARBOUR AND BAY

Sydney Ports’ Harbour Master, Bart Pacheco, said sharing the working harbour this week were the great Southern Right whales, and although they have moved on, 20 leviathan’s (large & formidable) of a different nature to whales will continue to move in and out of Sydney’s ports over the weekend.

To add to historic events on the Harbour this week, the 100 year old tide gauge at Fort Denison was handed over by Sydney Ports to the National Parks and Wildlife Service for continued preservation of our maritime history and tourism activities.

The old tide gauge, which is a symbol of the working harbour, has been replaced by Sydney Ports with a digital version that in conjunction with the gauge at Port Botany, provides tide data to the National Tide Facility who prepare tide predictions.

Tide predictions are most important to port and harbour authorities, navies and other users such as fisherman, sailors and even surfers and can also assist shippers in locating faster routes and therefore enabling a more economical voyage.

“As part of Sydney Ports’ efforts to maintain safety on Sydney Harbour and Botany Bay, we ask those people planning to be on the water, to take extra care and view the vessels from a distance, away from the dedicated shipping channels,” Harbour Master Pacheco said.

Trade:

Some interesting goods arriving this weekend are imported from India, China and Hong Kong and include rubber swim fins and gourmet food products such as frozen shrimp. Other more conventional goods arriving include footwear, pharmaceuticals and underwear garments.

British Destroyer, HMS Nottingham vessel incident - Sydney Ports continues to provide logistical support and technical assistance in the management of the incident. 11 shipping vessels are expected to enter or depart Botany Bay throughout the weekend including Saturday at about 8.00am, 2pm and 6pm and Sunday at midday and 7pm.

Cruise Vessels:

Domestic based P&O Pacific Sky cruise ship arrives at Wharf 8 Darling Harbour today at 5:30am and departs tonight at 8pm.
