Tractors from Romania, plastic grass doormats from Israel, bedroom furniture from Malaysia, and cars from Japan, are just some of the variety of goods landing on Sydney’s docks today and over the weekend.

Did you know: 

Of all the new luxury cars, trucks, buses, and new vehicle models coming into NSW, the majority arrive in Sydney by ship for distribution from the port. Each year, approximately 185,000 motor vehicles are imported into Sydney, and within the next 10 years, it is forecast there will be 250,000.

Safety first:

As part of Sydney Ports’ efforts to maintain safety on Sydney Harbour and Botany Bay, Harbour Master Pacheco asks those people planning to be on the water this weekend, to take extra care and view the vessels from a distance, away from the dedicated shipping channels.

Emergency response calls: 

A tabletop exercise of the Port Botany Emergency Plan was held last Tuesday, involving all the emergency services and port tenants, coordinated by the local police force and Sydney Ports.

This exercise, based on a scenario where there is a liquid spill (on land) at facilities in the Port Botany area, was held in preparation for a field exercise, which is to be held later this year. Scenario exercises involving emergency response agencies are undertaken on a regular basis for both working port areas.

Trade:

Exports include shampoo and meat to Philadelphia, USA.

Cruise Vessels:

Domestic based P&O Pacific Sky cruise ship out of port.

Sydney Harbour activity:

19 shipping vessels are expected to enter or depart the harbour throughout the weekend including Saturday between 6am and 10am, and late in the evening. Sunday at 8am and early afternoon.

Port Botany activity:

12 shipping vessels are expected to enter or depart Botany Bay throughout the weekend including Saturday at 4am and early afternoon. Sunday at 6am and early in the afternoon.
