Weekend Shipping Report

“As part of Sydney Ports’ efforts to maintain safety on Sydney Harbour and Botany Bay, we ask those people planning to be on the water this weekend, to take extra care and view the vessels from a distance, away from the dedicated shipping channels,” Harbour Master Pacheco said today.

The Harbour Master was reiterating an important safety message following a report earlier in the week that a small watercraft accidentally drifted into a dedicated shipping channel. 

“Evasive action was taken in good time. However, it is a timely reminder for all water recreational enthusiasts to stay alert when near dedicated shipping channels,” Harbour Master Pacheco said.

Vessels of interest:

The Chilean Tall Ship “Esmeralda”, which arrived through the Heads to a naval gun salute last Wednesday, will depart this Monday at 4pm from Garden Island for Bali, as part of a six month world tour. 

Did you know: 

Sydney’s twin working ports handle approximately $5 million in trade per hour – this value will continue to increase as Sydney’s import and export demand grows as anticipated.

Trade:

This week and over the weekend more than one third of all vessels coming into Sydney’s ports have chosen Sydney as their first port of call to Australia. Some of the vessels are carrying interesting cargo into Sydney such as: golf equipment, beef and chicken noodles, mirrors, medical products, monitor brackets, glazed ceramic wall tiles and jelly candy.

Exports include balloons, roller doors, restaurant supplies and horse grain mix and pellets - majority destined for Noumea.

Cruise Vessels:

Domestic based P&O Pacific Sky cruise ship arrives at Wharf 8 Darling Harbour on Monday, 12 August, at 5:30am and departs in the evening at 5pm – destination Port Vila, Vanuatu.

Emergency response calls: 

British Destroyer, HMS Nottingham vessel incident - Sydney Ports officers have returned from Lord Howe Island following the recent departure of HMS Nottingham. Sydney Ports emergency service operates 24 hours a day, and in addition to protecting the Harbour and Port Botany, the response unit is capable of being deployed at a moments notice as part of a National emergency response to incidents around Australia.

Sydney Harbour activity:

11 shipping vessels are expected to enter or depart the harbour throughout the weekend including Saturday at 3am, between midday and 6pm and Sunday at 4am, 8am and between midday and 3pm.

Port Botany activity:

13 shipping vessels are expected to enter or depart Botany Bay throughout the weekend including Saturday at 2am, between 6am and 9am and early afternoon. Sunday between 10.30am and 5pm and late evening.
