The Great and The Grand Cruise Ships Arrive
Wednesday, 12 February 2003
Sydney’s cruise season will peak this week with the entrance of three grand international cruise ships into Sydney Harbour, arriving alongside Sydney Ports Corporation’s $44 million refurbished Overseas Passenger Terminal (OPT).

1. Queen Elizabeth 2 (QE2) cruises through the heads at approximately 6am TODAY, Wednesday 12 February and will remain at the OPT until 6am Friday 14 February. 

2. Royal Caribbean’s Legend of the Seas sails through the Harbour on Saturday morning, 15 February and will berth at Wharf 8 Darling Harbour for a few days departing on Monday (17 February) at approximately 6pm.

3. Aurora, the largest cruise ship to visit Australia, will make its way into the Harbour at approximately 7:00am on Monday 17 February and will leave the OPT at approximately midnight, the same day.

4. One of Sydney’s domestic vessels, P&O Cruises’ Pacific Sky, will also be making an appearance at the OPT over the weekend arriving this Sunday (16 February) at approximately 7am, departing midday for Brisbane.

This heightened activity on the Harbour means an increase in activity for Sydney Ports who provide cruise vessels with ‘round the clock’ supervision of the gangways ensuring safety for all passengers embarking and disembarking the vessel.

Sydney Ports, including Harbour Control and Sydney’s pilots facilitate the safe and efficient passage of these grand vessels into the Harbour while responding to significant public interest in these internationally recognised vessels.

The February rush will be followed by the greatly anticipated arrival of The World on 5 March, offering a new concept in living and cruising by providing floating apartments.
