Weekend Shipping Report - Sharing and Protecting the Working Harbour and Bay

The international cruise ship, Regal Princess will arrive in port this Sunday morning berthing at Wharf 8, Darling Harbour. The five-star rated passenger vessel has a guest capacity of 1,500 and will be departing Sunday afternoon cruising the waters between Australian and New Zealand until March next year.

The domestic based cruise ship, P&O Pacific Sky will arrive in port next Tuesday followed by the arrival of the new domestic based cruise ship, P&O Pacific Princess on Wednesday 18 December.

Both these domestic cruise ships will be a feature of the harbour leading into February 2003 when the larger internationally recognised cruise ships such as QE2 and Aurora arrive in Sydney.

Other upcoming cruise ship visits include the return of the Prinsendam on 22 December and the Crown Odyssey on 3 January both berthing at the Overseas Passenger Terminal, and the Legend of the Seas on 18 January berthing at Wharf 8 Darling Harbour.

Did you know?

Sydney is the only Australian port to offer two purpose-built cruise terminals located in the heart of the city, Wharf 8 Passenger Terminal at Darling Harbour and the Overseas Passenger Terminal at Circular Quay.
