Weekend Shipping Report
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After the frenetic activity leading up to the arrival of one of the worlds largest reefer container ships, the new P&O Nedlloyd Botany, the pace of activity on the twin ports has slowed down for this Saturday and Sunday.

Sydney Ports’ Harbour Master, Bart Pacheco, said some 21 ships will be moving in and out of the harbour and bay this weekend, about 15 less ship movements compared to last weekend. 

“However, the variety of goods leaving our shores and the consumer goods arriving continues to be diverse and interesting.”

Sydney Ports’ Harbour Master said about 98 per cent of all the goods we import and export are transported by sea.

Some of the goods arriving this weekend are imported from New Guinea and New Zealand, including cracker biscuits, frozen corn, mixed vegetables, flavoured salt and rolls of newsprint.

On the export side, a shipment is heading for Noumea containing fruit and vegetables, cereal, frozen meat and medical products

“As part of Sydney Ports’ efforts to maintain safety on Sydney Harbour and Botany Bay, we ask those people planning to be on the water, to take extra care and view the large and slow to manoeuvre vessels from a distance away from the dedicated shipping channels,” Harbour Master Pacheco said.

“The community should also be reminded that the twin working ports are available to all users to share and enjoy,” he said.

P&O’s Pacific Sky is currently out of port.

Sydney Harbour activity:

10 shipping vessels are expected to enter or depart the harbour throughout the weekend including Saturday at 10am and 5pm, and Sunday at 4.30am, 7am, midday, and 1pm, 6pm and 10pm.

Port Botany activity:

11 shipping vessels are expected to enter or depart Botany Bay throughout the weekend including Saturday at 4am, 6am, 7am, 2pm and 10pm, and Sunday at 6am, 7am 8am and 2pm.
