Sydney Ports Seeking Further Local Community Input - Enfield Information Session and Workshops

Sydney Ports today announced further opportunities for the local community to have their say on the proposed Enfield inland port development.

Enfield Project Director, Simon Barney, encouraged interested locals and stakeholders to participate in further consultation workshops and briefings to take place next month, Wednesday evening, 20 February 2002.

Mr Barney said that since the Enfield proposal was announced last September, Sydney Ports had undertaken a number of activities to gain community input as part of the Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) preparation.

“There have been inquiries and submissions received from the community, and information provided through Sydney Ports’ freecall community information line, newsletters, website, emails, letters and feedback forms from the Open Day,” Mr Barney said.

“However, in preparing the EIS, it is important to gain broad input from the community and from different interest groups.

“The February community evening is another valuable opportunity for the community to have their say and provide constructive input so it can be considered during the preparation of the EIS.

“Sydney Ports will be holding briefings for interested stakeholders at the Strathfield Town Hall - an information session will be held from 5pm to 6.30pm, followed by three workshops to be held between 7pm and 8.30pm to discuss traffic, noise and environmental management matters. The program will be organised and facilitated by Sydney Ports,” Mr Barney said.

It is intended that the session will provide the local community with an opportunity to receive more information on the proposal and for Sydney Ports to receive direct input on community issues.

Mr Barney said further notice of the February information and workshop session will be provided in a forthcoming newsletter to be letter boxed to approximately 7,000 households and businesses, advertisements in local newspapers, and through the freecall Community Information Line.

“The community can still seek information and make submissions if they are unable to attend the workshops,” Mr Barney advised. 

It is expected the EIS will be lodged with Planning NSW (formerly DUAP) during the first half of 2002. After lodgement, the EIS will be placed on public display at advertised sites for the community to view. This will provide another opportunity for the community to make comments on the EIS.
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
