Shipping activity is at another high today with 22 vessel movements in the ports of Sydney Harbour and Botany Bay, with movements reducing on Saturday to 12 and Sunday to 15. 

The domestic based P&O’s Pacific Sky arrived into the Overseas Passenger Terminal today, while the new tandem P&O cruise ship the Pacific Princess, is based at Wharf 8 Darling Harbour for a further three days before departing for Noumea.

Trade snapshot:

This weekend interesting goods arriving into Australia via the ports of Sydney include Baileys, Lime Breezers, chocolates, chewing gum, glass ware, marble slabs, pastes and sauces, and DVDs.

Exports include hospital furniture, hair care products, copper coils, scrap plastic, and wine – wine exports to the US have improved over the past few months by 20 per cent catering for traditional Christmas trading period.
