Weekend Shipping Report
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Sydney Ports’ Harbour Master, Bart Pacheco, said another busy weekend is expected for the twin working ports of Sydney Harbour and Port Botany, with some 30 ships arriving and departing carrying a variety of cargo. 

“More than 98 per cent of all the goods we import and export are transported by sea, confirming the importance of the ports to Sydney-siders and the NSW economy,” he said.

“This weekend the variety of ships and the cargo they carry into Sydney’s ports continues to intrigue,” he said.

Some of the goods arriving this weekend are imported from Taiwan and Japan, including canned grass jelly, venetian blinds, computer products, auto parts. Other imports include red and yellow cedar from North America, plastic bags and air conditioning units from Malaysia.

On the export side, shipments are heading for Noumea, Indonesia and Malaysia, carrying fruit and vegetables, and copper tubes. 

There are also “Ro Ros” and Vehicle Carriers coming in and departing from Sydney Harbour. These interesting box shaped vessels which transport cars, can often carry farm machinery, yachts, and helicopters.

“As part of Sydney Ports’ efforts to maintain safety on Sydney Harbour and Botany Bay, we ask those people planning to be on the water, to take extra care and view the vessels from a distance, away from the dedicated shipping channels,” Harbour Master Pacheco said.
