It’s a busy weekend for the twin working Ports of Sydney Harbour and Botany Bay, with an expected total of 35 vessels arriving or departing carrying various types of consumer goods.

Sydney Ports’ Harbour Master, Bart Pacheco said some of the cargo being transported this weekend include computers, image scanners, colour TV’s, sewing machines and Canadian timber. 

Some of the more diverse products include tricycles, karate uniforms, billiard accessories and hemp braid sewn caps from Taiwan.

Sydney Ports’ Harbour Master said, this coming week is also an exciting week with the arrival of a brand new vessel which will be named after our own Port Botany.

The P&O Nedlloyd Botany, which is almost three football fields long and half a football field wide, will be arriving at Port Botany on Monday 12pm and will depart for the Overseas Passenger Terminal very early Wednesday morning where it will be christened in an official naming ceremony.

Sydney Ports’ fire tug Shirley Smith will provide a spectacular water display as the vessel makes its way through Bradley’s Head on Wednesday at approximately 6:30am to berth alongside the Overseas Passenger Terminal at 7am.

“As part of Sydney Ports’ efforts to maintain safety on Sydney harbour and Botany Bay, and with the expected high number of vessels movements this weekend, we ask those people planning to be on the water, to take extra care and view the large and hard to manoeuvre vessels from a distance away from the dedicated shipping channels”, Harbour Master Pacheco said.

“The community should also be reminded that the twin working ports are available to all users to share and enjoy,” he said.
